Please wait to be seated
Each year a lot of aviation books are published, but not very many with aviation humour !

But Martin Leeuwis Publications, the Netherlands, a publisher specializing in aviation humour does it again. Soon after the previous “Good Landing” and “Going up, Sir” the successor “Please wait to be seated” is published. Again with cartoons by aviation cartoonists from all over the world
For 25 years Martin has been publishing, as a hobby, books with aviation humour and cartoons. His first book “Say again” with cartoons by Dutch artist Ton van Andel was successful from the start and has now been reprinted 10 times (it remains highly popular!). It was followed by a series of 7 books (Say no more, Say when, Say how, Say coffee or tea, Say heading, Say something and Say chocks away) and all were written in English, the aviation language, and were filled with a mix of short anecdotes and cartoons. Books are sold around the world with 85% of sales outside the Netherlands. Most books have been reprinted several times and the next book with cartoons by van Andel is in preparation.

Already in the 1980s several cartoonists offered their cartoons to Martin for publication, but lack of time prevented any results. But in 2007 some new requests changed his opinion and he started working on the idea. Soon 10 cartoonists from several countries had joined and the project was started in April 2008. Finally 20 artists from Belgium, Australia, France, Austria, Switzerland, Germany, USA, United Kingdom and the Netherlands committed themselves. The book cover was drawn by Ton van Andel and the title was: “Good landing”. It had a successful start in November 2008 and several other aviation cartoonists wanted to join the concept. The successor was possible very soon and in October 2009 we publish “Going up, Sir”.
It started another flood of new artists and hundreds of cartoons were sent to Martin Leeuwis by 30 aviation cartoonists. Also in the third book a well balanced content of cartoons, and nothing but cartoons, in different styles and about all aspects of aviation. No cartoonist has filled more than 8% of the book. And all artists look differently at aviation, as we have pilots, air traffic controllers, a glider pilot, an engineer, a purser, a helicopter pilots, a stewardess and several cartoonists who have just been airline passengers. But all are interested in aviation.
“Please wait to be seated” is another unique book. As far as we know no comparable books, next to these 3, have been published anywhere in the world during the last 50 years. It has 160 pages with about 350 cartoons, almost half of them in full colour, in a practical A5 size. It’s a private publication by Martin Leeuwis with the very friendly price of only € 12,50 per book (excluding postage).
